
It has come to our attention that many of our business clients have been receiving an 
unsolicited document in the mail similar to the one pictured below.  At first glance, this 
appears to be a notice from the government requesting payment for filing of corporate 
minutes with a deadline of April 18, 2011.  Closer inspection reveals that this, in fact, is 
NOT from any government office (see tiny disclaimer highlighted in yellow on exam-
ple below) and there is no reason to take further action.  It is important that when you 
receive a document like this in the mail, READ it thoroughly and if there is any ques-
tion as to its validity or what your plan of action should be, please give us a call for 
help.  Clients enrolled in our Business Council on Demand Program have their corpo-
rate minutes monitored and are reminded by us automatically when to update this infor-
mation in their corporate books.  If you are not a member of the BCOD program and 
are interested in finding out more, please give us a call at (518) 869-6227.
